The human heart primarily sustains our physical existence. 

Medical knowledge suggests to us that our hearts assist us in 

pumping blood to the entire part of the body and whenever this 

malfunctions, there is a serious threat to an individualôs continued 

existence. Another important role which the heart plays is that it 

helps you to store your thoughts and it is also the organ where your 

actions are conceived before such actions are carried out. 

 Jeremiah gave a striking information about the nature of 

human heart when he warned, ñThe heart is deceitful above all 

things and beyond cure. Who can understand it? I the Lord search 

the heart and examine the mind, to reward a man according to what 

his deeds deserveò (Jer. 17:1-10). After creating human beings, God 

realized that every imagination of human hearts is always evil, thus 

forcing God to feel sad for creating human beings (Gen.8:21). 

Whatever you permit or conceive in your heart determines your 

actions or inactions. In most cases, your heart conceives of doing 

negative things because by its nature, human heart is deceitful and 

desperately wicked. Jesus warns that whatever comes out of your 

mouth or whatever you do is usually premeditated in your heart. 

Most often, the bad things that spring up from our hearts usually 

defile us and distort our relationships with God and fellow 

humanity. Jesus warns further that immoral things such as murder, 

adultery, fornication, theft, false witness, etc, all come out of the 

human heart and they ultimately defile us (Mt.12:35ff). 

Consequently, it is often not what we eat or dwells in our hearts that 

defile, but what comes out of our hearts (Mt.15:19-20) 

When your heart is focused on God and upright with Him, 

the Lord will reward you abundantly. There are human beings who 

look very good in the outward appearance, but very mean and cruel 

in their inner beings or in their hearts. What God appreciates is 

when your inner being (heart) is upright and this reflects in your 

interpersonal relationships with friends, family, co-workers, and 

even to strangers. King Saul looked radiant and great in his physical 

appearance, yet God rejected him because his inner being was 

corruptible and demonic (1Sam.16:7). Realizing the need to always 

dedicate our hearts to God and purge it from all iniquities, Joel 

stated, ñRend your hearts, and not your garments, and turn unto the 

Lord your God: for he is gracious and merciful, slow to anger, and 

of great kindness, and he repents from doing evilò (Joel 2:13). 

 Rather than letting evil thoughts occupy your heart and 

thoughts, prayerfully guard your heart, and that way, life will flow in 

you and around you (Prov.4:23). Since the Bible describes your heart 

as the wellspring of life, remember that the nearer your heart gets 

closer to God, the greater success you will experience in your lifeôs 

adventures. When your heart is pure, you will be at peace with God 

and others. David prayed to God, ñCreate in me a pure heart, O God, 

and renew a steadfast spirit within meò (Ps.51:10). Jesus says, 

ñBlessed are the pure in heart, for they will see Godò (Mt.5:8). 

Today, let Christ dwell in your heart (Eph.3:17), draw near 

unto God with a true heart (Heb.10:22), and God will direct your 

heart to His love and endurance (2Thess.3:5).
